The National Gardening Asso-

ciation (NGA) anticipates that 

number will increase by 20 

percent in 2009. Home vegeta-

ble gardens average 600 square 

feet in size. NGA estimates that 

a garden of this size can gener-

ate, on average, more than 

$600 of organic produce. Mul-

tiplied by the number of food 

gardeners in the country (36 

million households), they esti-

mates that American food gar-

deners are producing more than 

21.6 billion dollars of produce 

a year. 

 

In most areas it is too early 

to get out there and plant but 

it is the perfect time to get 

your garden into shape for 

when the danger of frost is 

over in your region.   

 

Rake though your grass and 

remove the built up thatch 

that is choking your lawn.  

Clear all the debris from 

your flower beds and around 

shrubs.  Trim the dead wood 

to allow the growth of new 

young stems to form.
